In this workshop female visitors will make a traditional
necklace called Merta’asha which is traditionally worn
by brides and women in special occasions.
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This workshop invites participants to experience

the process of Emirati weaving, using traditional

tools: the mughzil (drop spindle) and a loom.

It aims to highlight the cultural importance
of weaving in the UAE.
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Visitors will identify gypsum carvings and learn

about its key categories by inspecting the carvings

around the houses. Visitors will then create their

gypsum art piece inspired by the carvings they see
at Al Shindagha Museum.
